TECHNOLOGY:
Student technology offers a new element to the classroom. Students will use
their school-provided Google Chromebook to participate in class and outside
of class using Google Classroom, Google Tools, Desmos, Quizizz, and other
applications.

Tests will be given every
unit of study. You should show all of your work on tests and quizzes to
receive all credit. Projects include anything from group work to
important class work that takes multiple days.

3. Semester Exam: A comprehensive final exam will be given to every
student regardless of averages or absences at the conclusion of each
semester. The final exam is 20% of your semester grade.
