Format of Class

Grades 

Each Nine Weeks, you will be graded on the following categories:

Quizzes/Test - Students will have occasional quizzes or test that will consist of various question formats. 

Evaluations- Students will complete performance critique for their peers. These 
evaluations are to serve as constructive criticism to improve future performances. Audience grades will be given as part of the evaluation grade.

Daily Work- Students will be given daily assignments and activities that correspond to the lesson or project we are preparing to perform.

Projects/Presentations- Students will have occasional projects & presentations which will be graded according to the rubric provided. The weight of the assignment will be determined based on the amount of time given to complete the assignment and will be stated on the rubric.
